SOAR--INITIAL INPUTS:
· 34 Forums held with State and local stakeholders to plan local SSI outreach initiatives with State support for training and tracking outcomes 

· 230 trainers certified to conduct Stepping Stones to Recovery trainings

· 288 trainings in 173 cities in since Feb. 2006

· More than 9,100 direct service staff trained

SOAR--COST SAVINGS & INITIAL OUTCOMES:
· Utah recovered $170,000 in general assistance from SSA during the first four months of SOAR in one area of the state.  Using SOAR, Utah recovered $496,000 in general assistance from SSA over the last two years in Salt Lake City.
· San Francisco Dept. of Public Health estimates that for every $1 invested in SSI outreach, they recoup $5 in Medicaid reimbursement for uncompensated care.
· In one year in Baltimore, 20 newly approved SSI recipients accounted for $300,000 in Medicaid reimbursable care from one hospital system.
· In Portland, OR, the BEST Team assisted three persons with SSI who saw 16 different medical providers; $111,000 of past medical bills are now reimbursable 
· In Nashville, 98% of their first 87 applications were approved in an average of 56 days

· At NY’s Sing Sing prison, 89 (88%) pre-release SSI applications were approved in 59 days on average

· In Covington, KY, St. Elizabeth Medical Center, partially funded the local SSI outreach project at a cost of $18,000.  In less than one year, more than $182,000 had been recouped due to the retroactive billing of Medicaid and Medicare 90 days prior to the filing of the initial SSI/SSDI application.  Since Dec. 2006, the hospital has recouped $255,000 in uncompensated care from Medicaid and Medicare. The hospital has a return of about 14:1 on its initial investment thus far.  With the payment of ongoing services, the ratio potentially could be much higher. 
· Across 11 states, 506 SSI applications – 62 percent of those assisted – were approved in an average of 87 days or less. 
· Medicaid reimburses uncompensated health/behavioral care up to 90 days retroactive to initial application date
SOAR—WHO BENEFITS:
· The Homeless and at risk of homeless:  on average, the people receiving these benefits had been homeless 33 months. 
· Systems, SSI/SSDI brings additional resources to state and local economies:

· Behavioral health service providers, including prescriptions and residential treatment 
· Primary care and other Outpatient clinics including FQHCs
· Hospitals – public and private: helps to ensure successful hospital discharges and provides for a 90 day retroactive billing cycle
· Corrections:  Sheriffs, jails and prisons that are focused on successful reentry 
· State, County, or Municipal TANF and General Assistance programs

· Housing Assistance – public and private, including Section 8 and other voucher programs
· Partners involved in implementing 10-year plans to end homelessness
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
